ORDINANCE #765

A PROPOSED ORDINANCE OF THE ACADIA PARISH POLICE JURY ENACTING NEW
SECTIONS TC THE ACADIA PARISH POLICE JURY CODE OF ORDINANCES TO
PROVIDE FOR ANIMALS AND RABIES CONTROL IN THE PARISH AND FOR RELATED
MATTERS.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Police Jury of Acadia Parish, Louisiana in regular session on this
27" day of April, 1999, that the Acadia Parish Code of Ordinances is hereby amended to
include the following provisions entitled Domestic Animals and Rabies Control:

ANIMAL CONTROL
Section | - Definitions

For the purpose of this ordinance, the following terms, phrases, words and
derivations shall have the meaning given in this section.

Adequate feed shall mean the provisions at certain intervals, not to exceed twenty-
four (24) hours, of a quantity of wholesome foodstuff suitable for the species and age,
sufficient to maintain an adequate level of nutrition in each animal.

Adequate water shall mean a constant access to a supply of clean, fresh water
provided in a sanitary manner or provided at certain intervals for the species, not to exceed
twenty-four (24) hours at any interval.

Animal shall mean any living domestic or wild dog or cat.

Animal control officer shall be the Police Jury employee or employees charged with
the responsibility of enforcing this ordinance.

Animal control shelter shall mean the Acadia Parish Animal Control Shelter operated
by the City of Crowley pursuant to an Intergovernmental Agreement with the Acadia Parish
Police Jury.

At-large. An animal shall be deemed at large if, while unaccompanied by its owner
or keeper, it is unrestrained on any road, street, public place, or trespasses on the
premises of any person other than its owner, Hunting and stock dogs while being worked
by a responsible person shall not be defined as at-large.

Bite shall mean any abrasion of the human skin caused by any animal.

Canine shall mean of or relating to dogs, the family canidae, not including wolves,
jackals, foxes and/or coyotes.

Collar shall mean a band, chain, harness, or other device worn around the neck of
an animal to which a vaccination tag may be affixed.
